It is important to emphasize the
difference between ACPE education
loans and for-profit private loans.

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With historically low rates of FAFSA
completion, Alaska’s students lose access
to critical funding sources to support
postsecondary education and workforce
needs. The impact of not completing the
FAFSA is extensive. By not completing
the FAFSA, students’ access to education
funding sources is limited. Without these
funds, many Alaskans do not pursue
education or career training, resulting

in a reduction of workforce-prepared
Alaskans and less future income.

By completing the FAFSA, Alaskans gain
access to education and career training
opportunities and ultimately, the
enhanced capacity to positively impact
their lives and the lives of their families.

In 2023, Federal Student Aid (FSA)

worked towards implementing sweeping
changes to the FAFSA for the 2024-25
school year.
