File as soon as possible after October 1st.
Know your school(s) deadlines — they may be soonerthan you think.

DETERMINE YOUR DEPENDENCY STATUS
CREATE AN ACCOUNT @ STUDENTAID.GOV/FSA-ID/CREATE-ACCOUNT/

Every dependent student and one parent [must be a parent, no other relative or guardian) needs to create an account (FSA 1D).
Each account needs to be linked to its own email address. A parent can use the same account for multiple children.

Provide an email address that is checked regularly (once an email is used by one account, it cannot be used for another account). Create your
username and password. (NOTE: the password must be a minimum of 8 characters that include an uppercase, lowercase, special character, & number)

Enter personal information (address, phone number, SSN, date of birth)
Complete the four challenge questions and answers

Check your email &/or mobile phone; copy/paste the verification code sent fo you to confirm your email &/or maobile phone.
In some cases the email verification code can fake up fo 24 hours to receive. Keep checking! It’'s best to create an account
at least 24 hours before filling out the FAFSA.

@ REVIEW YOUR STUDENT AID REPORT (SAR)

You should receive your SAR via e-mail in 3-10 business days.
If you did not provide a valid email address, you will receive it
by mail within 8 weeks of filing.

Locate your Expected Family Contribution (EFC) in the upper
right corner of your SAR

Review your SAR for accuracy

Make corrections or supply additional information (if applicable)
to your processed FAFSA according to the update process
described in this folder

If you update your FAFSA with changes/additional information,
notify the Financial Aid office at the school(s)

If you have special circumstances (such as changes in your family’s
financial situation), contact your school’s Financial Aid office

If applicable, provide your school with the necessary
documentation of your special circumstances

@ REVIEW YOUR AWARD LETTERS

Shortly after you receive your SAR, school(s] listed on your
FAFSA will send an award letter; many award letters are

now issued via email. Award letters provide a financial aid
“award package,” explaining any financial aid available to the
student if they attend that institution. Awards might include a
combination of grants, scholarships, work-study, and loans.

Not all financial aid may be listed on the award letter. Some
grants and scholarships may come at a later time. I’s best for
the student to keep checking emails for financial aid awarded
in the late Spring of each academic year.

Compare award letters from different schools using the
Award Letter Comparison Tool: www.finaid.org/calculators

Act on each award. This is usually done by logging into the
student’s online account with the school to accept or decline
awards in the Financial Aid section.

Some grants and scholarships are awarded on a first—-come
first—served basis. Know your deadlines to accept or decline.

DEADLINES:

Register for an Alaska Student Aid Portal (ASAP) account at
Acpe.alaska.gov/ASAP to track your eligibility status for the
Alaska Education Grant, and, if you are a recent high school
graduate, the Alaska Performance Scholarship

Your initial financial aid award letters may not reference
these programs, even if you do qualify. Be sure fo check
your eligibility/award status regularly for updates and any
required actions you may need fo fake, such as accepting
your award, fo ensure the timely availability of your
funding through your school’s Financial Aid office.
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Dy UPDATE YOUR INFORMATION (IF APPLICABLE) —

You can update your FAFSA information 2-3 business
days after you submit your FAFSA. For example, if you
made a mistake or need fo add schools you did not
originally list on your FAFSA, simply log back on and
submit your corrections. For fax information, if you
selected the “will file” option on your FAFSA, you must
update your financial information after you file. Notify
schoolls] if you update your FAFSA.

~ VERIFYYOUR INFORMATION (IF REQUESTED) —

Schools are asked fo verify the infarmation reported
on the FAFSA for approximately 30% of all applicants.
It is important fo provide any requested information
timely, fo ensure you can receive financial aid. Use
the IKS Data Refrieval Tool fo reduce the likelihood of
being selected for verification.

If selected, submit the requested information

by the verification deadline:

Keep copies of all documents used fo

complete your FAFSA in case you're selected

for verification
